WESTERN WHEATGRASS

Agropyron smithii  PERENNIAL
Western Wheatgrass 1s a cool-season
sod-forming grass: grows best on
moist bottomland soils. but will grow
on heavier upland soils.

Stems are bluish-green and
leaf blades have rough, raised harsh
veins on upper surface. Used in range
seedings and grass waterways, most
often in grass mixtures.
